The Mission Visioning Council of Eastminster Presbytery met in August to continue to discern our planning model along with strategy for same. Council members are asked to complete a questionnaire evaluating where we are strongest and weakest in fulfilling mission priorities as a basis for our forward planning. The questionnaire is due in the Presbytery office by September 25. 

We were pleased to approve the Joseph Badger Meadows Capital Campaign in concept. There was unanimous agreement that the campaign should happen, but we want to explore the denominational “Joining Hearts and Hands” campaign before committing as how the JBM campaign should move forward. We will learn more of the “Joining Hearts and Hands” campaign and if we think there can be a marriage of the two campaigns we will present that to Presbytery. 

A request came to us from Rev. Dick Braun regarding the Ethiopia Education Endowment Fund. We are moving into a new direction by recommending to the September Presbytery meeting that an Extra Commitment Opportunity be adopted by Eastminster Presbytery. This ECO would be for the building of a women’s dormitory at Gidada Bible Institute in Dembi Dollo, Ethiopia at a cost of $24,000. You can find the full motion in the consent agenda. 

All of our members were requested to see that the web site is updated with current activity of their committees, commissions, and task forces. The MVC will meet again on October 27.
